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NATIONAL MANDATES

On a couple of the Membership Questionnaires, it was noted that money paid to National
Headquarters in the form of Mandates was not explained or understood. Members can refer to the July
2009 edition of the Headquarters News where this topic was discussed, but we hope to offer further
clarification since questions exist.

On July 1 of each year, each unit must pay a National Mandate of $25.00. National Headquarters
withholds this money from the unit’s per capita distribution to cover this $25.00 Mandate. The $25 is
divided at $6.50 for the Education Loan Fund, $6.00 for the Auxiliary Service Support Fund, and $12.50
for Convention Expenses. This Mandate must be paid in order for the unit to vote at the National
Convention.

This year, we have seventeen students that have applied to renew their loans. It was voted on at the
National Convention to raise the loan to $3000 beginning with the 2010-2011school year, and if all
renewals are granted the amount granted will be $51,000.00. The new applicants total fourteen and if
all are granted this will be $42,000. These are loans and must be repaid, but the repayment does not
begin until the student graduates or withdraws from school and it takes seven years to complete
payments if all payments are met on the monthly basis.

Our Service Support Fund grants up to $1,000 for Auxiliary members who might need some
assistance with an outstanding bill such as a mortgage payment, utility bill, medical bill, medicine or
other emergency assistance. From January 1, 2009, until June 15, 2010, the Service Support Fund
has granted assistance in the amount of $45,587.83 and has assisted 52 Auxiliary members. This
money is a grant and is not repaid. With the Mandate, money is used to support this very needed
program.

The $12.50 portion of the Mandate is to help pay for the National Convention. All of our National
Officers, National Chairmen and National Executive Committee Members receive an allowance to
attend the National Convention. Expenses are also paid for Staff members to attend and work at the
National Convention. There are many charges from the hotel that must also be paid such as use of
microphones, telephones, verbatim stenographer, etc. This part of the Mandate helps to defray many of
the costs associated with the National Convention.

Money is withheld from the Unit national per capita until this sum is paid in full. If the Unit does not
have enough per capita to pay this Mandate, they may choose to send in the money to pay this
Mandate in full.

Each State Department must pay a National Mandate of $50.00 each year and this amount is also
taken from the per capita on the July 1 distribution. This must be paid in order for the State Department
to have a vote at the National Convention. This entire amount of $50.00 is used to help defray the cost
of the National Convention.
