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Proposed Constitution Changes

s

By now, all unit adjutants have received the ballot regarding two constitution changes approved by the
2010 national convention delegates. Units must vote on these issues at their next meeting then
mark and return the ballot promptly. Three-fourths consent is required for passage of both issues.

Membership Eligibility—The purpose of this amendment is to expand the eligibility requirements so
the organization can grow and recruit new members and volunteers to help continue the mission of
service to disabled veterans and their families. Membership numbers are rapidly declining, yet the
numbers of disabled service men and women are not. While the DAV’s membership eligibility require-
ments have not changed, the parent organization fully supports the Auxiliary’s eligibility expansion ef-
forts. For years, the organization has turned away extended family members who wanted to join our
ranks and support the organization. This change will expand the eligibility to include extended family
members as outlined in the ballot. Some examples of extended family are, but not limited to: step-
children, step-grandchildren, step-siblings, step-parents, step-grandparents, uncles and aunts, great
uncles and aunts, nieces, nephews, cousins, sons and daughters in law, brothers and sisters in law.

Chaplain—The position of National Chaplain has long been an elected position. The convention dele-
gates approved a change that would make this an appointed position. If approved, this change would
also include changing state and unit chaplains to appointed, rather than elected, positions.

Ballots should be returned no later than October 15, 2010.

BYLAW CHANGES

Updated bylaw books will not
be reprinted until the ballot re-
sults regarding the constitution
changes have been finalized.
Following are some of the ap-
proved amendments.

e National Education Loan
Fund is now called the Na-
tional Auxiliary Education
Scholarship  Fund. This
change does not affect loans
currently in existence and
repayment is expected under
the terms agreed upon at
the time the loans were
granted.

e Part-life memberships will
not be dropped at the end of

the three membership year
time frame allotted, provided
there are sufficient funds to
make annual distribution.

e The down payment required
to start a new life member-
ship has been reduced from
$40 to $20.

o State departments may re-
tain their charters provided
there is a minimum of 150
members. There is no
longer a unit minimum to
maintain to keep a state de-
partment charter in effect.

e The required minimum num-
ber of business meetings per
year has been changed from
ten to four.

Article Xll—Disciplinary Ac-
tions. This article has been
rewritten for clarification.

No two members from the
same unit may serve on a
State Nominating Commit-
tee. However, this does not
apply to state departments
with three or less chartered
units.

New paragraph 2 for Article
XV, Section 4, Forget-Me-
Not-Drives—Income from
Forget-Me-Not Drives shall
be used solely for service to
disabled veterans, their de-
pendents and survivors and
for no other purpose.

Reminders

Ballot — Adjutants! Take the month-end mailings you receive from national headquarters to your next
meeting for the Unit Commander and the members. This is not personal mail. Be sure that the bal-
lot discussion is on the agenda so the members can voice their opinions and cast their votes. Return
the ballot immediately.

Fall Conference — Don’t forget to notify national headquarters if you plan to be at the National Fall
Conference. It is helpful to know in advance so badges can be prepared ahead of time and ready for
your arrival.

Activity Report — The Activity Report details activity related to individual members during that month.
As we begin to mark the attendee records of those attending Fall Conference, keep in mind that this
will appear on the Activity Report as an address change. Again, this is an unresolved flaw in the
membership system.

IRS Form 990-N — By now, all units should be familiar with filing the annual electronic postcard IRS
Form 990-N. Failure to file results in the loss of non-profit status. When units/state departments
find it necessary to reapply for an EIN (Employer Identification Number), be sure to advise the IRS of
the GEN (General Exemption Number) of 2473. This will identify and categorize the unit/state de-
partment as a subordinate unit/state department of the Disabled American Veterans Auxiliary.

Junior Membership Card Template — A template has been posted on our web site for units to
download and give to their junior members. A junior member certificate of appreciation is also avail-
able on the web site.

Officers—To be eligible to hold an office, a member’s dues shall be paid for their entire term of office.

New Life Members—Take advantage of the reduced down payment of $20 to start a life membership.
Quarterly payment notices will be sent to part-life members. Remind those considering a life mem-
bership that annual dues are not credited toward a life membership. A date of birth must always be
provided when applying for a new life membership.

The Member Count at the bottom of the membership listing is not a list of active members; this is
the total number of member affiliated with the unit, including paid and delinquent members. For to-
tal membership refer to the quarterly Distribution Report.
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
